International Excellence Scholarship application form

Who can apply for a Scholarship?

Applications are welcomed from international students who are non-EU nationals.  Applicants must be full-time or sandwich, undergraduate or postgraduate degree students of the University of Wolverhampton, and should be enrolled (or intending to enrol) at the University either for the first time, or for a second award.  No applications will be considered from students in their second or subsequent semester or year of attendance, and no Scholarship will be awarded or paid to individuals who are not enrolled students of the University of Wolverhampton.

What are the criteria for awards?
All candidates will be expected to show (with supporting evidence) that they have attained an exceptionally high standard of academic achievement prior to commencing their studies at the University of Wolverhampton.  It is in your own interests to present as much evidence for consideration as possible.

What does the Excellence Scholarship include?

Successful candidates will be awarded two separate payments of £1,000, a total of up to £2,000.  No additional payments will be made, and students will remain liable for the full cost of their tuition fees.  See General Condition 1 overleaf.

When should I apply?

You should submit your application shortly before, or immediately after, you enrol on your course of study.  There will be two opportunities to apply for a Scholarship each year:

· for students enrolling on courses starting in January, Scholarship applications must be received at the International Office no later than 1 March, immediately following enrolment

· for students enrolling on courses starting in September, Scholarship applications must be received at the International Office no later than 1 November, immediately following enrolment

No late applications will be considered.  Applicants are encouraged to apply as soon as possible (and well before the relevant closing date) to ensure that all documents are received in good time.

When will I know the outcome of my application?

The Awarding Committee will meet once each year, during the Spring, for the purpose of considering Scholarship applications, and you will be notified in writing of the outcome of your application shortly after the meeting.

What do I need to send?

Please complete your application form as fully as possible.  All applications for Scholarships must be accompanied by:

· at least one confidential academic reference from an individual appropriately qualified to comment on your area of excellence (the reference should indicate that you already possess an outstanding academic record)

· copies of all qualifications achieved to date, including transcripts, mark records and certificates - please include grade profiles where appropriate, together with information about grading systems (where available)

In addition, you may include evidence of any other achievements you wish the Committee to consider (this might include extra-curricular activities)

All documents should carry your full name and student ID number, and should be clearly marked ‘Application for Excellence Scholarship’.  All documents must be in English or accompanied by a verified  translation.  It is your responsibility to ensure that the International Office receives all documents (application form, references and qualifications) by the closing date.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.

General conditions

1.  Payment of Scholarship monies will only be made to an appropriately enrolled, full time student of the University of Wolverhampton.  No payments will be made to students who are not in regular attendance.  Scholarship entitlement ceases immediately upon completion of formal studies or upon leaving the University.

2.  Successful candidates will be expected to attend a formal award ceremony for the presentation of award certificates and cheques.  Photographs will be taken during this event, and will be used for University publicity purposes.  Acceptance of the award is deemed to include acceptance of this condition.
